ZONES

e The pitch is divided into 3 zones with dotted lines:
defensive third, midfield third and attacking third.

e When play is in the defensive third, only the
goalkeeper is allowed to give directions.

e When play is in the midfield third, only the coach is
allowed to give directions.

e When play is in the attacking third, only the guide
behind the opposing team's goal can give directions.

e If any sighted guide/goalkeeper speaks out of turn, a
foul is committed.
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
