Where Downtown Line 3 takes you

The 21km, 16-station Downtown Line 3 (DTL3) runs from Fort Canning through areas such as Jalan Besar and Bendemeer, before heading eastwards through Geylang Bahru, Ubi,
Bedok North and Upper Changi. The entire DTL will be 42km long, and will facilitate direct travel from the north-western and eastern areas of the island to the city.
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
