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Key Brexit votes

The House of 
Commons votes 
again on British 
Prime Minister Theresa 
May’s deal after 
rejecting it on Jan 15 
by 432 votes to 202.

If the deal is 
rejected, MPs will 
vote on whether 
Britain should 
leave the EU on 
March 29 without 
any deal.

Britain 
leaves the 
EU, unless 
the process 
is formally 
delayed, or 
revoked.
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EU leaders, 
including Mrs May, 
gather for their 
�nal summit in 
Brussels before 
Britain’s scheduled 
departure.

If MPs reject a “no 
deal” exit, they will 
vote on whether to 
seek from the EU a 
“short, limited” 
delay to Brexit.
